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Activities of Right-wing organizations in Japan

During the research period the activities of right ‘wing organizations (Action conservative
movement, ({TEIRSFIES)) not traditional uyoku dantai)in Japan were researched. The
actual course of research was fixed corresponding to the arising limitations (cancellations of
meetings or events, most often). The majority of attention was given to the analysis of
counter-movement and the supporters of victims of right ‘wing actions. Using ethnographic
non-participatory approach, the organizations in were approached and their activities were
observed (Human Rights Now, Amnesty international Japan, Human Rights Watch,
HuRights Osaka, Japan NPO Center, Tokyo Metropolitan Human Rights Promotion Center).
Another substantial part of research was periodic visits to Japanese archives and libraries
(esp. National Diet Library) and the collection and analysis of right wing related historical
data which are inaccessible outside of Japan. Relevant data (documents and visual material)
was collected and will be used for the publications.

Furthermore, the research period was successfully used to further expand the academic
network, meeting colleagues of the field and visiting related institutions. The work with the
supervisor Prof. Inaba was very constructive and always positive.

In conclusion, the research period was successful, although the initial plan needed to be

adapted.
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
